The time required may vary depending on the microwave used and
@ the temperature of the milk before heating. Cool slightly if the exterior

of the glass bowl is uncomfortably hot to the touch after heating.

Although there is variation depending on the refrigerator temperature,
milk taken from the refrigerator is normally approximately 10°C, which
is not optimal for foaming. To achieve the correct temperature, chill in
ice water for at least 5 minutes or in the freezer for 10 to 15 minutes.
